John 1:29-34 
 
1. .John is one who directs people to Jesus 
as the one who had a life giving message for 
them.  Who have been the people in your 
life whose example or advice pointed you in 
the direction of a fuller life?

2. In the narrative John recognised that 
Jesus had more to offer people than he 
himself.

3. John proclaims Jesus as one who takes 
away the sin of the world. Who have been 
the people who, for you, continued this 
mission of Jesus and led you from sin and 
guilt to forgiveness and freedom? For whom 
have you done this? 
4. It was not just on the cross that Jesus 
gave his life as the Lamb of God.  His public 
ministry was a constant struggle against 
injustice and oppression.  When have you 
shared in this mission of Jesus? Who have 
been models of this for you?
