Edmund Ignatius Rice 

On Monday 6th May, we celebrate the Feast Day of 
Blessed Edmund Rice, 1762 – 1844, founder of The 
Presentation Brothers and The Christian Brothers.  He was 
beatified by Pope St. John Paul II in 1996. 

Following the death of his wife, Mary Elliot, in a tragic 
accident just a few years after they were married, Edmund 
Rice began a ministry to the poor by starting a school for 
boys.  As he was joined by others in this work, he laid the 
foundations of a religious community, building a 
monastery and a school in 1802 at Mount Sion in 
Waterford City.  In two classrooms of about 100 boys each, 
the main subjects were reading, writing, arithmetic and 
religion.  Some pupils were also taught bookkeeping, 
geography and navigation.
